This fall, elections will be held for County, State, and Federal offices. This is not an
election for City Officials.

Voters will have the opportunity to vote in person on Election Day, by Early Voting, or by
Absentee Ballot.

Early voting for the Primary will be available from Friday, September 3 through
Thursday, September 9, except Sunday, September 5, from 10:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. at
the College Park Community Center, 5051 Pierce Avenue, College Park. Early voting
for the General Election will be available from Friday, October 22 through Thursday,
October 28, except Sunday, October 24, from 10:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. at the Community
Center.

To vote by absentee ballot, submit a written request to the Prince George's County
Board of Elections, 16201 Trade Zone Avenue, Suite 108 Upper Marlboro, Maryland
20774, or you may call at (301) 430-8020. It is not necessary to provide an excuse for
not voting in person. However, if you request an absentee ballot, you must vote in that
manner. You will not be able to vote in person.

If you have already registered to vote, there is no need to register again. However, if
you wish to register for the first time at your current address, you must register by
Tuesday, August 24 to vote in the Primary Election.

Voter registration will re-open Monday, September 27 and will close Tuesday, October
12 for the General Election.
